Ipswich City Council (council) has taken a number 
of steps and implemented measures to meet its 
legislative obligations in the publishing of data to the 
Transparency and Integrity Hub.

Council is working with privacy experts and is 
consulting with the Information Commissioner and 
Privacy Commissioner with regard to publishing 
relevant personal information in a manner authorised 
by Queensland privacy law.

Council has published this information on the 
Transparency and Integrity Hub in line with its Open 
Data Policy to increase openness and transparency 
and in the public interest.

Council is bound by the following legislation (at 
minimum) and has published only that information 
which may be done so lawfully:
